se did not have any inme and @ch member paid its own expensefurocare has since 2007
introduced budgeting and accoung in our internal reporting to members in an effort to increase
transparency and accountability. This will be formalized and a 2008 Eurocare account will be audited
in 2009.

to secure funding for Eurocare, the Secretariat applied for an operating grant from the European
Commission under the Public Health @mme.The application was rejected on the basis that the
European Commission have no evidence for financial viabilitheobrganisation, due to lack of
annual accounts for the last financial year as well as an external audit report.
